We heard that locals value the unique
identity, characteristics and local
history and landmarks of the area
including the beach, Mordialloc Creek,
the station water tower and the local
indigenous culture and history.

Locals would like to see improved
traffic flow, including safe and efficient

access to local schools and the station.

Locals also said that safe access
for pedestrians and cyclists around
the local areais important, as well as
connectivity with the broader cycling
and shared use path network.

We also heard locals would like to see
more trees and greenery, landscaping
improvements near the Mordialloc
Station precinct and more safe

and accessible community spaces
that connect the station with the
surrounding area and facilities.
