North East Link will be
lowered and run along the
Simpson Barracks side of
Greensborough Road between
Lower Plenty Road and Elder
Street. Green bridges will
create new open spaces and
keep communities connected.

Local access to Watsonia
Station will be provided and
car parking will be improved.
A pedestrian bridge will link to
the station and shops.

North East Link will continue
north using the Greensborough
Highway road reserve. Local
roads along both sides of North
East Link will still be available
for local, toll-free trips.

North East Link will pass
under a new interchange at
Grimshaw Street. There will be
connections to local roads.

The traffic lights at the M80
Ring Road will be removed and
a new free-flowing interchange
will link North East Link, the
M80 and Greensborough
Bypass.

Bulleen Road will be
kept open for local use.
