How we will manage our works
We will minimise impacts to the community by:

	— Accessing site via the gate at High Street Road only  
	— Installing road safety and detour signage  
	— Transporting materials from site in covered trucks to minimise dust  
	— Maintaining access to homes and businesses  
	— Installing fencing and hoarding to reduce construction noise and dust 
	— Using street sweepers to keep roads clean  
	— Using water and dust suppressants  
	— Monitoring noise, dust and vibration levels
	— Selecting construction equipment and methodology to reduce noise, dust and vibration impacts to the community  
	— Positioning equipment as far as possible from residential properties and turning it off when not in use  
	— Scheduling works to minimise impacts.
