WILLIAM STREET BRIDGE INSTALLATION



Significant 24/7 works will take place within the South Yarra Siding Reserve and the rail 

corridor between Toorak Road and Malvern station from 2-30 January 2020.

Work activities include:

• Moving the existing four tracks, to allow for the new two lines to be installed in the future

• Completing the final section of excavation for the tunnel entrance, including shotcreting

• Pouring concrete for the final section of the tunnel roof slab

• Installing two rail track cross-overs at Hawksburn Station

• Installing combined service route (CSR), overheads structures, new cabling and track

• Laying ballast (crushed rock) and tamping to level the tracks.

BASE SLAB CONSTRUCTION

• Poured in two parts

• 2.8m deep

• Primary pour to take place late January 2020

• Primary pour:

• 1.9m deep

• 150 tonnes of reinforcement

• Over 1000 cubic meters of concrete

• Two concrete pumps working for 24 hours

• Similar set-up to roof slab major pour in 

September

Eastern Portal traffic impacts

• Arthur Street – Site access point, traffic control (TC) in place, road closed with 

local access maintained via detour

• William Street – Site access point, bridge open to construction traffic, TC in place, 

road closed with local access maintained, extended parking removal

• Chambers Street – Site access point, TC in place

• Bond Street – Site access point (via Chambers St), TC in place

• Osborne Street – Site access point, TC in place, deliveries and spoil removal 

will continue, changes during major pour

• Toorak Road and Chapel Street – TCs in place at site access streets, 

increased construction vehicles

• Palfreyman St, Hopetoun Gr and Railway Pl – rail access points will 

be used in South Yarra as well as other locations along the rail corridor
