· Therese Fitzgerald asked about mitigation measures in place for dust created by the Hobson’s Road demolition. RNA noted it is working to ensure low environmental impact and necessary mitigations for the area, and details will be included in community works notices ahead of the works.
· Therese Fitzgerald asked whether there will be additional truck traffic through back streets as a result of the demolition works. RNA noted any additional traffic necessary for the demolition works will use arterial roads, and details will be included in community works notices ahead of the works.
· Therese Fitzgerald asked when the gap in the floodwall will be closed. CYP advised this is expected to occur in 2025, as it will remain open until the project is confident no further works will require access to the tunnel via the floodwall.
· Therese Fitzgerald asked where the access point for works in the tunnel will be once the floodwall is completed. CYP advised the access point will be via the rail corridor once the Metro Tunnel is operational.
