	Matters arising: 
In relation to A55-1, MTPO provided an overview of the Signal Optimisation Trial which occurred from November 2025 to January 2026, in collaboration with DTP. Based on positive outcomes, the changes have been made ongoing. Queuing on Park Street is not within the project domain and was not addressed in the trial. MTPO noted DTP continues to monitor the roadways and is the appropriate point of contact going forward.
In relation to A59-5, MTPO advised residents should contact the City of Port Phillip (CoPP) for further updates. MTPO will again raise the matter discussed with CoPP.
In relation to A60-1, CYP advised it has completed two rounds of top-dressing on the lawn at the South African Soldiers’ Memorial in 2025. The third and final round occurred in January 2026. Works are now complete and the area is being maintained by CoPP. Karen Baynes noted CoPP has advised it may reinstate some of the original planting at the edges of the memorial site.  
In relation to A60-6, MTPO provided the contact list. The presentation slides, including the contact list, will be distributed to attendees after the meeting.

Fraser Read-Smith asked how many people attended Anzac Station on opening day. MTPO advised it had requested this information but not yet received it.
Petra Glare noted the Metro Tunnel has provided a more convenient commute between the Albert Road Clinic and hospitals in Parkville.
Neil Hutchinson (City of Melbourne (CoM)) asked about ongoing reporting in relation to project outcomes. MTPO advised project outcomes in relation to patronage, customer behaviour, etc. will be observed through reporting by DTP, VIDA, Yarra Trams, and MTM.
CYP provided an overview of the Embellishment Creative Program book distributed to CRG members by MTPO. CYP confirmed many residual items from the creative program were donated to CoM and can be found on display at Town Hall.
